Bio Glauque


Pas le Choix is a track from Les Gens Passent, Le Temps Reste, Glauque’s first album that will be released in 2023. This title consolidates the unique identity of this group from Namur in Belgium, and confirms that they are more inclined to play with music genres than to submit to them.

At the frontiers of hip-hop, rock and electro, Glauque consider their music in terms of sounds, but also in colors and ambiances, justifying the double meaning of a name that defines both an aqueous green proper to the waters of the sea and an atmosphere full of sadness. With its elegant intro featuring a few notes of a melancholy piano, soon followed by a wave of synths and percussion, Pas le Choix fully assumes this ambiguity. The single succeeds in deepening the introspective dimension of a text that draws its substance from a passionate quest for meaning and connection put to the test of a world where loss, whatever it may be, remains an implacable reality.

Accompanied by a trio of instrumentalists composed of Lucas, Aadriejan and Baptiste, Louis' voice and words manage to recreate this uncertain battle that a passionate soul takes in the meanders of disillusionment. To this strong proposal responds a clip made by Baptiste which in his most literal symbolism – a youth devoting themselves to the carefree joys of skateboarding on a coffin – makes Pas Le Choix a revolt against madness and death, and Glauque a unique group.
